Specifications: Media accepted is two-dimensional, no
larger than 4.5 feet tall and five feet wide, not to exceed
20 pounds. This includes black and white and colored
drawing, painting, collage, printmaking, and mixed media.
No photography allowed. Due to the gallery system, we
ask that work be framed properly and wired for hanging.
No saw-tooth hangers will be accepted. Artwork that needs
protection should have plexiglass, no glass covering. Please
do not attach wire with tape, as this will pull loose.
